11.30am The ‘Experience’ begins with @ minimum of 2 and a
maximum of 3 students who will each take the handles
for one round trip (from Laxey to Ramsey) in sections
over 3 journeys (if 2 students, 2 journeys, therefore
reducing the length of the experience).

1.00 pm Lunch

1.40 pm Continue with the ‘Experience’ for the second and third
trips to Ramsey.

5.00pm We will return the trams to the depot and your
Certificates will be presented to you. MER Tram from
Laxey to Douglas

If you would like to join us or would like additional information, please
telephone 01624 697419 to check availability and to make a provisional
booking. The booking form and payment of £400 pp (for @ minimum of 2
students) must be received within 7 days to confirm the booking. Should
you wish to be the only participant on the day and guarantee sole use of
the tram costs will be £500 for 1 trip, £600 for 2 trips & £700 for 3 trips.
Reservations are dealt with on a *first come, first served’ basis. If you wish
to bring a guest on the day the cost will be £50 (which will include
refreshments, lunch and return trips to Snaefell and Ramsey for your
guest).

Once your course has been confirmed to you in writing should there be a
need to cancel or amend your course date there will be a £10
administration fee. If any change is made within one calendar month of
the course date an additional penalty of 50% of the fees paid also apply. If
you do not attend on the day no refund will be made.
